
BUMPER STICKERS
“Obama ’08”: Move 3 starchy 
snacks to DNC, 2 to Burning 
Man.
“Re-Elect Gore in 2004”: 
Burning Man. This is a sore 
spot for Dems, and only 
blissed-out artsy types would 
forget to remove a bumper 
sticker eight years after the 
fact. Toss in 3 starchy snacks.

starchy snacks to BM.
Céline Dion: They’re definitely 
going to the convention.

LITTER

Move 6 starchy snacks to 
Burning Man. These twirly jug-
gling thingies, often lit aflame 
for dramatic effect (read: 
wicked tracers), take practice 
to master. Launching one out 
the window may be the price 
of perfection.
McDonald’s wrappers: Too cor-
porate for a BM crowd, munch-
ies or no munchies. Probably a 
union local. Move 4 snacks to 
DNC.
